Lady Gaga’s latest album cover.

HOW: I used a mix of custom 3d graphics and digital 

painting, in order to  try and recreate the artist’s duality, 

which is one of the main themes of the album.

WHAT: Initially, the project was meant to solely 

reimagine the album cover, but it developped into a 

gatefold vinyl with two different disks.

Evolution of TYPE:



Lady Gaga got famously injured in 2011 during the “Born This Way Ball Tour”, hurting her hip. Ever since then, it has been recognized as a sym-
bol of rebirth amongst the fandom. The mermaid represents the duality of her, before and after the injure that, in a way, changed the trajectory of 
her career.
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
