RAISE Program

RAISE

RAISE is SGU’s leadership intensive
program for girls and gender

diverse youth ages 14-18 across
Saskatchewan and equips participants
with the tools and confidence to
succeed as leaders.

Over eight months (September 2026
- April 2027), participants engage

in monthly learning sessions, 1:1
mentorship calls with a Saskatchewan
leader, and hands-on activities to
practice communication and public
speaking skills. With only 10-12 spots
available, each RAISE participant
receives personalized support and a
$250 scholarship and certificate upon
completion.
