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Most times, you would think it’s just a coincidence that what is unfolding around you takes the shape of
Warning Signs. You could draw the curtains and ignore the shadow growing faster than the sun is setting.
You could avoid the puddle, or break its surface by stomping it (wouldn’t want to make eye contact with the
reflection!). Most times, you would expect a raindrop to land and shatter before you have time to set your
eyes on it.

This time, I expected there to be no pigeons on Alexander Kiellands Plass. Do things appear when we point
out their absence? Consequently, a pigeon appeared, pacing back and forth on the traffic island, clearly
visible. As if it appeared through its own resistance, like a lost necklace found, a shadow reappearing in a
window, a cloud of raindrops hesitating mid-air. It all begins when reality shifts, and the familiar becomes
strange.

Lova Hiselius (b. 1997, Stockholm) is a visual artist based in Oslo. She works interdisciplinary with painting
and installation. Through phenomena such as the shadow, the ghost, the imprint, and the reflection, she
explores the boundaries between presence and absence in motifs, and the relationship between the material
and the immaterial. In recent years, she has participated in exhibitions at Liljevalchs (Stockholm), Sorgenfti,
Billedkunstnerne i Oslo, and Podium, and was one of the participants in the OsloCity#12 summer residency
at Podium (Oslo). Hiselius is enrolled in the MFA program at the Oslo National Academy of the Arts,
graduating in 2025.

Sa dok en duva upp, vankande fram och tillbaka pa refugen
mellan bussarna, fullt synlig. Som att den uppstatt ur sitt eget motstand, likt ett upphittat borttappat halsband,
en skugga som atervander i ett fonster, eller ett moln av regndroppar som tvekar i luften. Allt borjar med en
forskjutning av verkligheten, dir det tidigare bekanta framstér som séllsamt.

Lova Hiselius (f. 1997, Stockholm) &r en bildkonstndr verksam i Oslo. Hon arbetar intereiciplindrt med
maleri och installation. Genom fenomen som skuggan, spoket, avtrycket och speglingen undersoker hon
granserna mellan nirvaro och fradnvaro i motiv, och det materiellas forhallande till det immateriella. De
senaste aren har hon medverkat pa utstdllningar pa Liljevalchs (Stockholm), Sorgenfri, Billedkunstnerne i
Oslo och Podium, samt varit en av deltagarna p& OsloCity#12 sommarresidens pd Podium (Oslo). Hiselius
studerar i masterprogrammet pad Kunstakademiet i Oslo och tar sin examen dér véren 2025.
